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ACKNOWLEDGE AND APPRECIATE

Luke 17:11-19

fJAnd it came to pass, as he went to Jerusalem, that he passed through
the midst of Samaria and Gallilee. And as he entered into a certain village,
there met him ten men that were lepers, which stood afar off: And they
lifted up their voices, and said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. And
when he saw them, he said unto them, Go shew yourselves unto the
priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were cleansed. And
one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and with a
loud voice glorified God, And fell down on his face at his feet, giving him
thanks: and he was a Samaritan. And Jesus answering said, Were there
not ten cleansed? but where are the nine? There are not found that
returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. And he said unto him,
Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee whole.

Matt. 18:23-35

fTherefore is the kingdom of heaven likened unto a certain king, which
would take account of his servants. And when he had begun to reckon,
one was brought unto him, which owed him ten thousand talents. But
forasmuch as he had not to pay, his lord commanded him to be sold, and
his wife, and children, and all that he had, and payment to be made. The
servant therefore fell down, and worshipped him, saying, Lord, have
patience with me, and | will pay thee all. Then the lord of that servant was
moved with compassion, and loosed him, and forgave him the debt. But
the same servant went out, and found one of his fellowservants, which
owed him an hundred pence: and he laid hands on him, and took him by
the throat, saying, Pay me that thou owest. And his fellowservant fell down
at his feet, and besought him, saying, Have patience with me, and | will
pay thee all. And he would not: but went and cast him into prison, till he
should pay the debt. So when his fellowservants saw what was done, they
were very sorry, and came and told unto their lord all that was done. Then
his lord, after that he had called him, said unto him, O thou wicked
servant, | forgave thee all that debt, because thou desiredst me:
Shouldest not thou also have had compassion on thy fellowservant, even
as | had pity on thee? And his lord was wroth, and delivered him to the
tormentors, till he should pay all that was due unto him. So likewise shall
my heavenly Father do also unto you, if ye from your hearts forgive not
every one his brother their trespasses.

Luke 7:36-50

9/And one of the Pharisees desired him that he would eat with him. And he
went into the Pharisee's house, and sat down to meat. And, behold, a
woman in the city, which was a sinner, when she knew that Jesus sat at
meat in the Pharisee's house, brought an alabaster box of ointment, And
stood at his feet behind him weeping, and began to wash his feet with
tears, and did wipe them with the hairs of her head, and kissed his feet,
and anointed them with the ointment. Now when the Pharisee which had
bidden him saw it, he spake within himself, saying, This man, if he were a
prophet, would have known who and what manner of woman this is that
toucheth him: for she is a sinner. And Jesus answering said unto him,
Simon, | have somewhat to say unto thee. And he saith, Master, say on.
There was a certain creditor which had two debtors: the one owed five
hundred pence, and the other fifty. And when they had nothing to pay, he
frankly forgave them both. Tell me therefore, which of them will love him
most? Simon answered and said, | suppose that he, to whom he forgave
most. And he said unto him, Thou hast rightly judged. And he turned to
the woman, and said unto Simon, Seest thou this woman? | entered into
thine house, thou gavest me no water for my feet: but she hath washed
my feet with tears, and wiped them with the hairs of her head. Thou

gavest me no kiss: but this woman since the time | came in hath not
ceased to kiss my feet. My head with oil thou didst not anoint: but this
woman hath anointed my feet with ointment. Wherefore | say unto thee,
Her sins, which are many, are forgiven; for she loved much: but to whom
little is forgiven, the same loveth little. And he said unto her, Thy sins are
forgiven. And they that sat at meat with him began to say within
themselves, Who is this that forgiveth sins also? And he said to the
woman, Thy faith hath saved thee; go in peace.

John 11:1, 14,17, 39-44

Now a certain man was sick, named Lazarus, of Bethany, the town of
Mary and her sister Martha.

Then said Jesus unto them plainly, Lazarus is dead.

Then when Jesus came, he found that he had lain in the grave four days
already.

Jesus said, Take ye away the stone. Martha, the sister of him that was
dead, saith unto him, Lord, by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead
four days. Jesus saith unto her, Said | not unto thee, that, if thou wouldest
believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God? Then they took away the
stone from the place where the dead was laid. And Jesus lifted up his
eyes, and said, Father, | thank thee that thou hast heard me. And | knew
that thou hearest me always: but because of the people which stand by |
said it, that they may believe that thou hast sent me. And when he thus
had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. And he that
was dead came forth, bound hand and foot with graveclothes: and his
face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him,
and let him go.

Matt. 25:31-46

{\When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels with
him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory: And before him shall be
gathered all nations: and he shall separate them one from another, as a
shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats: And he shall set the sheep on
his right hand, but the goats on the left. Then shall the King say unto them
on his right hand, Come, ye blessed of my Father, inherit the kingdom
prepared for you from the foundation of the world: For | was an hungered,
and ye gave me meat: | was thirsty, and ye gave me drink: | was a
stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye clothed me: | was sick, and ye
visited me: | was in prison, and ye came unto me. Then shall the righteous
answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungered, and fed thee?
or thirsty, and gave thee drink? When saw we thee a stranger, and took
thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? Or when saw we thee sick, or in
prison, and came unto thee? And the King shall answer and say unto
them, Verily | say unto you, Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the
least of these my brethren, ye have done it unto me. Then shall he say
also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into
everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels: For | was an
hungered, and ye gave me no meat: | was thirsty, and ye gave me no
drink: | was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me
not: sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not. Then shall they also answer
him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an hungered, or athirst, or a
stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister unto thee?
Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily | say unto you, Inasmuch as ye
did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me. And these shall
go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal.
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Gal. 5:14
For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; Thou shalt love thy
neighbour as thyself.

SCIENCE AND HEALTH

SH 367:3-16

The tender word and Christian encouragement of an invalid, pitiful
patience with his fears and the removal of them, are better than
hecatombs of gushing theories, stereotyped borrowed speeches, and the
doling of arguments, which are but so many parodies on legitimate
Christian Science, aflame with divine Love.

This is what is meant by seeking Truth, Christ, not "for the loaves and
fishes," nor, like the Pharisee, with the arrogance of rank and display of
scholarship, but like Mary Magdalene, from the summit of devout
consecration, with the oil of gladness and the perfume of gratitude, with
tears of repentance and with those hairs all numbered by the Father.

SH 94:17

The progress of truth confirms its claims, and our Master confirmed his
words by his works. His healing-power evoked denial, ingratitude, and
betrayal, arising from sensuality. Of the ten lepers whom Jesus healed,
but one returned to give God thanks, — that is, to acknowledge the divine
Principle which had healed him.

SH 541:19-26

Genesis iv. 9. And the Lord [Jehovah] said unto Cain, Where is Abel thy
brother? And he said, | know not: Am | my brother's keeper?

Here the serpentine lie invents new forms. At first it usurps divine power. It
is supposed to say in the first instance, "Ye shall be as gods." Now it
repudiates even the human duty of man towards his brother.

All that really exists is the divine Mind and its idea, and in this Mind the
entire being is found harmonious and eternal. The straight and narrow
way is to see and acknowledge this fact, yield to this power, and follow the
leadings of truth.
